(C) Heterogeneously dense or (D) Extremely dense are “dense breasts

e Dense breasts are normal. Almost half of women over age 40 have dense breasts.

e Although normal, dense breasts make it harder to see cancer on a mammogram. Cancers can be hidden
and missed until they are larger and more likely to have spread.

Cancer on a mammogram of a fatty vs. a dense breast
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e Dense breasts increase the risk of getting is easy to see’ R s hard tosee
breast cancer. The denser the breasts, the
greater the risk.

e After a mammogram, other screening tests,
such as Ultrasound, or especially MRI, find
more early-stage cancers in dense breasts.
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Talk to your doctor or health professional about what additional screening tests
may be recommended for you based on your risk factors, including breast density.
